Registration 

 
It’s not too late to register for the season!!  We will be accepting 
registration for ALL divisions on January 12

th
 at the Elks Lodge.  

There will be a $25 per player late fee. 
 
Who is eligible: Boys and girls, ages 5 to 14 as of April 30, 2012.   
 
This season you have 2 payment options for registering:  
Online (pay by credit card) or pay by check. Please see the 
website for links, forms and more information: 
www.pocketlittleleague.com.  
 
We still need the following items no matter how you register: 

¶ Completed registration form 

¶ Completed medical release 

¶ Original birth certificate (copy for PLL to keep) 

¶ 3 proofs of residency (copies of each for PLL to keep).  
Please see website for complete list of acceptable items. 

¶ Volunteer check $100 per player 

¶ Candy Sales Fundraiser $50 check, or $35 check (in lieu 
of per child) 

¶ Registration fees: 
$65 - Tee-Ball Division 
$85 - A Minor Division 
$85 - AA Minor Division 
$105 - AAA Minor Division 
$115 - Majors Division 
$100 - Junior Division  

 
Any registration fees received after December 31, 2011 will be 
assessed a $25 late fee per player. 
 
For families with multiple players - The maximum amount of 
registration  fees to be collected from any one family will not 
exceed $250.00.    
 

Volunteer Service Commitment 
 
The foundation of our League is the involvement of the parents.  
Each family with players of Little League ages 5 through 14 has a 
volunteer service commitment minimum of eight (8) hours of 
service per child playing in the League.  To guarantee the required 
parental involvement, the League collects a check of $100 per 
child at registration.  If your service has been completed by June 
1st, your deposit check will be returned to you.  The League will 
cash any remaining volunteer service checks on that date and will 
issue you a refund check when, and if, your service commitment is 
fully fulfilled after that date. 
 
Your work must benefit the League, not just your team.  The 
snack shack must be fully staffed first by each team.  No hours 
will be given for planning team parties; purchasing team 
trophies/gifts; T-ball and A Minor bench management.

Tryouts are for the Junior, Major, and all Minor Divisions.  All 
players ages 7-14 are required to attend tryouts. This includes 
manager and coaches children as well as ALL Junior and Major players. 
The purpose of the tryouts is to give managers an opportunity to 
evaluate players’ fielding and hitting skills prior to the upcoming 
drafts. T-Ball is the only division that does not have tryouts. 
  
ALL PLAYERS MUST ATTEND AT LEAST 1 TRYOUT SESSION OR 
THEY WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR THEIR DRAFT. ATTENDANCE AT 
BOTH SESSIONS IS STRONGLY ENCOURAGED. 
 
Notes for Parents:   

¶ Have your child bring his/her baseball glove. 

¶ Dress you child warmly. 

¶ Sweats / baseball pants are ideal. 

¶ Bring both cleats and sneakers to tryouts (if the grass is too wet,  
we will move to the blacktop area) 

¶ Arrive early to register and pin numbers on the front and back of 
your child’s shirt. 

¶ Have your child warm up (stretch, throw, jog) 

¶ Please plan on being early so your child can participate for the full 
session. 

¶ After tryouts, please remove registration numbers and return 
them to the registration table. 

¶ If you are registering your child at tryouts, please bring copies of all 
the required forms.  (See Registration)  

¶ The snack shack will be open during tryouts!

TEE-BALL 
Ages 5-6, Instructional baseball:  A tee is utilized in place of 
pitching.  No scores or standings are maintained. 
 
A MINORS 
Ages 6–7, Instructional baseball: Coaches provide pitching during 
the season.  No scores or standings are maintained. 
 
AA MINORS 
Ages 7–8, Instructional baseball: Coaches provide pitching for the 
first half and players provide pitching for the second half of the 
season. No scores or standings are maintained. 
 
AAA MINORS 
Ages 9–10, Competitive baseball: Players provide pitching for the 
entire season.  Scores and standings are maintained separately for 
the first half and the second half.  After the season ends, an 
overall Champion is declared and will represent PLL in the District 
7, TOC.  Assuming eligibility, players can be selected to either the 
9–10 or 10-11 year-old Traveling All-Star teams. 
 
MAJORS 
Ages 11–12, Competitive baseball: Players provide pitching for the 
entire season.  Scores and standings are maintained separately for 
the first half and the second half.  After the season ends, an 
overall Champion is declared and will represent PLL in the District 
7, TOC.  Assuming eligibility, players can be selected to either the 
10-11 or 11-12 year-old Traveling All-Star teams. 
 
JUNIORS 
Ages 13–14, Competitive baseball: Players provide pitching for the 
entire season.  Scores and standings are maintained. Games are 
played on a full-size baseball field (90-foot bases) and are played 
against teams from other leagues within District 7.  Home games 
are played at Conlin’s North Field. Assuming eligibility, players can 
be selected for the 13-14 year-old Traveling All-Star team.
